hereinafter jointly referred to as the "Parties". 
§ 1
1. The purpose of this Agreement shall be to define the obligations of each party in connection with the award to Mr/Ms .………………………………………………………………… of the STER Scholarship (hereinafter referred to as the “Scholarship”) under the "Internationalisation of the PUEB Doctoral School" project (hereinafter referred to as the Project) as part of the "NAWA STER - Internationalisation of Doctoral Schools" programme and, in particular, to specify the terms and conditions for and the amount and duration of Scholarship disbursement.

2. The rules for awarding the scholarships of the National Agency for Academic Exchange under the "Internationalisation of the PUEB Doctoral School" project shall be as set out in the Rules and Regulations for Scholarship Awards by the National Agency for Academic Exchange to doctoral students enrolled at the Doctoral School at Poznań University of Economics and Business under the "Internationalisation of the PUEB Doctoral School" project, hereinafter referred to as the Regulations. 

3. The Scholarship Holder declares to have familiarised himself/herself with the Regulations specified in section 2 and to meet the criteria specified in the Regulations on the principles and procedure for Scholarship Awards and commits to comply with the provisions hereof with a view to utilising the Scholarship properly.

§ 2

1. The Scholarship has been awarded in a competition and by a decision to grant or deny the Scholarship made by the Committee referred to in § 3 of the Regulations.

2. The Scholarship shall be fully financed by the "Internationalisation of the PUEB Doctoral School" project under the "NAWA STER - Internationalisation of Doctoral Schools" programme and shall be disbursed to the Scholarship Holder who has signed the agreement. 

3. Scholarship funds shall be disbursed on the terms specified in the Agreement and the Regulations.

4. The total amount of the Scholarship shall be PLN………….. The Scholarship shall be disbursed by the University in monthly payments of PLN …………. (in words ……………….…) no later than the ……….. day of each month, over the duration of ………. months.

5. Any disbursed Scholarship payment shall be exempt from personal income tax pursuant to Art. 21.1.39a of the Personal Income Tax Act of July 26, 1991 (consolidated text: Journal of Laws of 2024, item 226).

6. The University shall transfer the payments referred to in section 4 directly to the Scholarship Holder by bank transfer to the account no.:

7. The Scholarship Holder shall notify the University in writing of any change of his/her bank account number.

8. The Scholarship shall be deemed paid on the day on which the University's bank account is debited.

9. Scholarship disbursement shall be conditional upon the University receiving funds for its Scholarship programme. The University shall not be accountable for any delays in the provision of such funds by the NAWA (the National Agency for Academic Exchange).

10. In the event of such delays as are referred to in section 9, the Scholarship Holder shall not be entitled to any claims against the University.

§ 3

The Scholarship Holder shall: 

1) comply with the Regulations and Project participation terms; 

2) supply all required documents and information related to the receipt of the Scholarship and Project participation; 

3) include the following information in all publications made while receiving the Scholarship: “This publication is supported by the NAWA STER Programme under the PUEB PhD Hub Project”; 

4) submit a report to the Doctoral School Director in the template provided in Annex 5 to the Regulations, within 30 days after the receipt of the final Scholarship payment, and, in the case of doctoral students in their final year of studies, no later than the end of the last month of Scholarship collection;

5) notify the University of any change of any essential details included in this Agreement (particularly mailing address) or any circumstances that may affect the execution hereof, by email to szkola.doktorska@ue.poznan.pl, within 7 days of the occurrence of any such circumstances as may result in an amendment hereof, on pain of any actions performed by the University on the basis of inaccurate details having effect upon the Scholarship Holder.

§ 4

1. The Scholarship Holder shall not decline or transfer, in full or in part, any Scholarship amounts to which his/her is entitled to any persons and/or for any activities, whether within or outside the Project.
2. The Scholarship Holder understands that the scholarship shall partially replace the doctoral scholarship payable under Art. 209 of the Higher Education and Science Act, effectively reducing such doctoral scholarship over the duration of Scholarship disbursement to Project participants (Scholarship Holders) by 1500 PLN per month.
§ 5

1. This Agreement may be terminated by mutual consent of the Parties, at the request of either Party, under any such circumstances that prevent the further performance hereof.

2. This Agreement shall be terminated with immediate effect:

1)  on the day on which the decision to strike the Doctoral Student (Scholarship Holder) from the list of doctoral students of the PUEB Doctoral School becomes final, 

2) on the day the decision, if any, to take disciplinary action against the Doctoral Student (Scholarship Holder) becomes valid,

4) in the event, if any, that the information received from the Scholarship Holder and used as a basis to award the Scholarship is found to be false,

5) on the day, if any, on which the Scholarship Holder ceases to satisfy other criteria for receiving the Scholarship, as specified in either the Regulations or this Agreement, 

6) in the event the Scholarship Holder is found to be in breach of any essential provisions of either the Regulations or this Agreement, other than those referred to above.

3. A termination hereof shall result in the suspension of the scholarship payment as of the month following the month in which the event resulting in such termination occurs.

4. The Scholarship shall not be provided during a leave of absence that results in the loss of the right to receive a doctoral scholarship.

5. Any doctoral student who loses the right to receive a doctoral scholarship shall additionally lose his/her right to receive the Scholarship. In such a case, Scholarship payments shall be suspended as of the month in which the event resulting in the loss of the right to receive a doctoral scholarship occurs.

6. The Scholarship Holder shall return the Scholarship he or she has received to either the University or the NAWA should either the University or the NAWA request such return, in the amount indicated by the NAWA or the University (including the requested interest) in the event of failure to meet the requirements specified in the Regulations and/or a breach hereof and, in particular, in the event of having provided the University with false information in the process of obtaining and receiving the Scholarship.

7. A doctoral student in the fourth year of his/her studies, who has been awarded the Scholarship, shall receive the Scholarship until the end of the academic year, and in no event beyond 6 months from the date of submission of his/her dissertation, should such dissertation have been submitted ahead of the deadline specified in the terms of the programme of studies.

§ 6

Personal data protection notice

1. The provision of personal data by the Scholarship Holder shall be required as prerequisite to the execution of the scholarship financing agreement.  

2. The personal data shall be provided voluntarily. The applicant shall not be required to provide such data, however, a failure to do so shall prevent the financing of the scholarship. 

3. The personal data controller shall be Poznań University of Economics and Business, al. Niepodległości 10, 61-875 Poznań, ph. + 48 61 856 90 00, (Taxpayer ID (NIP)): 777-00-05-497 (Statistical No. (REGON)): 00000-1525.

4. The data controller shall be responsible for the security and lawful processing of the personal data that has been provided.

5. The Data Protection Officer at the Poznań University of Economics is Dr. Agnieszka Sobiech. Contact details: rodo@ue.poznan.pl. 

6. Personal data shall be processed on the basis of the Scholarship Holder's voluntary consent. Such processing shall be performed solely for the purpose of performing the scholarship financing agreement.

7. The Scholarship Holder's data shall be processed within the time necessary to achieve the purpose for which it is collected, but in no event beyond 6 years after the date of completion of scholarship disbursement.

8. The data shall be processed either by Poznań University of Economics and Business staff or by individuals employed by the Poznań University of Economics under civil law contracts. Such processing shall be performed on the basis of authorisations to process personal data granted by the Data Controller.

9. The data shall be processed by third-party entities retained to maintain IT systems for the Data Controller. Such processing shall be conducted on the basis of authorisations to process personal data granted by the Data Controller or data entrustment agreements concluded with such entities.

10. The Controller shall disclose the personal data exclusively to trusted entities, such as:

a) partner universities and enterprises providing and operating selected IT systems and solutions,
b) entities providing postal and courier services.

11. The Scholarship Holder's data shall not be transferred outside the European Economic Area or to international organisations.

12. Within the limits permitted by law, any person whose data is processed shall have the right to request that the Data Controller provide it with access to his or her personal data as well as its rectification, erasure, or restriction of processing. 

13. In addition, any person whose data is processed may object to its processing and withdraw consent to such processing at any time, without effect on the lawfulness of any such processing based on his/her consent that occurred before its withdrawal. The requesting party shall be entitled to receive personal data concerning him or her that he or she has provided to the Data Controller in a structured, commonly-used and machine-readable format, and may transmit such data to another controller unhindered in any way by the Data Controller.

14. With respect to the personal data processed, there will be no automated decision-making, including profiling.

15. Any data subject shall have the right to lodge a complaint with the supervisory authority, in particular in the Member State of his or her habitual residence, place of work or place of the alleged infringement, if he or she believes that the processing of personal data concerning him or her violates the provisions of the Regulation of the European Parliament and of the Council ( EU) 2016/679 of 27 April 2016 on the protection of natural persons with regard to the processing of personal data and on the free movement of such data, and repealing Directive 95/46/EC (General Data Protection Regulation).

§ 7

1. The Parties shall not be liable for any failure to fulfil their obligations under this Agreement caused by the operation of a force majeure.

2. The Parties understand force majeure to be, in particular, any external events beyond the control of the Parties affecting the performance hereof that are of an extraordinary nature, unforeseeable, unavoidable, and that occur after the conclusion hereof.

3. A Party may only invoke force majeure on the condition that it promptly, within 14 days, notifies the other Party of the occurrence of force majeure, providing a description of such circumstances or event, the expected duration of the force majeure and its foreseeable effects. 

4. The Parties shall take all necessary measures to mitigate any damage caused by force majeure and make every effort to resume the performance hereof as soon as possible.

§8

1. Any changes hereto shall be made in writing on pain of nullity, unless this Agreement provides otherwise.

2. No rights and obligations of the Parties arising from this Agreement may be transferred to any third parties.

3. Any matters not regulated herein shall governed  by the Civil Code and the Regulations for granting scholarships of the National Agency for Academic Exchange to doctoral students at the Doctoral School at Poznań University of Economics Business under the "Internationalisation of the PUEB Doctoral School" project. 

4. In matters not regulated by this agreement, the provisions of the Civil Code and the provisions of the Regulations for awarding scholarships of the Polish National Agency for Academic Exchange to doctoral students of the Doctoral School at the Poznań University of Economics and Business under the project "Development of internationalization of the PUEB Doctoral School" shall apply.

5. The Parties hereto agree that in all of its substantive and procedural aspects, this Agreement shall be governed by the laws of Poland.

6. This Agreement shall enter into force on the day of its conclusion, i.e. upon its signing by its last party.

7. This Agreement is made in duplicate, one copy for the Scholarship Holder and one copy for the University.
